A Message from Troy D. Brown:

I believe in the art of technique.  I believe in 
the discipline and rigor of ballet.  I believe 
that young people benefit in all parts of 
their lives by the training and experience of 
classical ballet.  I believe that all young 
people have the potential to learn how to 
better use their bodies for self-expression.  I 
have brought these beliefs to a summer 
ballet intensive -- where literally hundreds 
of children have learned the focus, 
athleticism, and joy that dance can bring.

The camp is  designed to improve the student’s 
terminology, ballet technique and expand their 
repertoire.  A small student to teacher ratio ensures 
proper technique is being  exercised from barre to 
center.  Training during these three weeks will 
include exposure to and understanding of both 
Russian Classical (Vagonova) and Neo-Classical 
(Balanchine) styles of ballet.  Daily classes will 
include barre work, center work, adagio, allegro and 
repertoire.  Guest teachers will also instruct in 
modern, ballet and variations.

The three weeks of the summer intensive culminate  
in a one-day trip to NYC to study with world-
renowned teachers at the famous Steps on Broadway 
Studio.  This unique opportunity is an essential part 
of the young dancer’s learning experience.
